• 2004 cases studies (bluefin tuna, by fishing segments, power engine 
control)

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Case study I: 
Public aids for Tuna farming Mediterranean (2004) 

-25-30 Million euros 1999-2003. Farms, vessels, fridge; all 
production steps 
- 90 % purse seiners fleet renewed with FIFG in It, Fr, Sp
- in Spain PS capacity increased by 2,5
- Illegal reflagged French vessels (Libya) 
- Bluefin tuna stock on the verge of collapse

- Biological data collection and enforcement by own fishermen 
- Capacity building and awareness – specially fishers organization 
managers- : new possibilities by EFF.
