The table below sets out the recommendations from FISH and SAR on fishing opportunities for 2010 for certain species. It is based on a table
summarizing the Commission advice on fishing opportunities' and the ICES advice. The table is limited to ten species, which we consider being of
patticular concern, either due to their particularly difficult status (for example anchovy and cod) and/or due to the fact that the Commission advice
differs significantly from the ICES advice (for example cod, hake and haddock). The FISH and SAR recommendations in the right-hand column are
based on the key principles that the setting of fishing possibilities should follow scientific advice and be in line with management plans which are
compatible with the precautionary approach, where available.
